There are however a limited number of Social 
Memberships still available. We remind everyone 
that social members have priority when a Golf 
Membership becomes available.

Our team is continuing to 
clear the substantial growth 
brought on by the winter 
rains. We are slowly, but 
surely, working our way 
through the native areas as 
we bring down the grasses 
that grew up over three feet 

in some areas.  Many members have asked why 
this is not cut down gradually through the winter 
to prevent having to bring it all down at once.  The 
main reason is that the turf under this grass in 
these native areas becomes so saturated that any 
attempt to take a mower into it would result in 
the unit sinking and causing even more damage to 
the area, and the equipment. Even now as it dries, 
we still need to be cautious as to not get stuck 
when entering.
This moisture is also the main cause of our 
delayed fairway aerification. Originally scheduled 
in conjunction with our greens aerification, the 
fairways were just too wet to go and pull cores 
without creating a muddy mess. 
We have now scheduled to do this around play 
beginning May 29th.  We have also decided to do 
a solid tine aerification in place of the traditional 
core removal due to the delayed start. What 
we do not want is to pull turf, and then have 
temperatures rise above 90° and stress the grass 
even more, which would dramatically affect the 
recovery process.
Our goal is to have this work done within a week’s 
time.
