Members in 2018, it becomes more critical to make sure all available times go utilized. One of the issues 
we have is groups ‘no-showing’ for their tee time.

Also in 2018, for groups larger 
than a 4-some, we will begin requiring all names for the group by the day before the scheduled time

department as well. By having the player’s names on the tee sheet, they are able to pull bags more 
efficiently, have your bag waiting for you when you arrive, and avoid having bags they pull up on a guess, 
sitting behind the golf shop all day when you didn’t play with your regular group. This is an important 
component in getting our Outside Service department to run more effectively, and thus continue to 
improve service levels as we move through the new year.

Handicap Committee

Effective January 1, 2018, tee locations and yardages will be changing for some of the purple and 
combo tees.  Accordingly, the ratings and slopes for both will adjust, as well.  The combos are being 
changed to bring a greater variety of yardages to some of the par 3’s and 4’s.  The purples are being 
changed in response to feedback from many of the seniors requesting a shorter course.  The changes 
are listed below.

Purple Tees
 Hole 2:  The scorecard will change from 340 yds to 335 yds to correct a previous error.
 Hole 14: The scorecard will change from 408 yds to 404 yds to correctly reflect the NCGA 

measurement from April 2013.
 Hole 15: The tee will be moved forward one tee box to the current burgundy tee box.  The 

yardage will be reduced from 514 to 477 yds.
 Hole 16:  The scorecard will change from 373 yds to 347 yds to correct a previous error.
 Hole 17:  The scorecard will change from 183 yds to 155 yds to reflect the change made earlier 

in 2017.

Total yardage will be 5867 yds.  The rating will drop to 68.6.  The slope will remain at 129.

Combo Tees
 No changes for holes 1 through 9.
 Hole 10 will change from purple to orange (increase of 34 yds).
 Hole 13 will change from orange to purple (decrease of 28 yds).
 Hole 14 will change from orange to purple (decrease of 36 yds).
 Hole 15 will remain at its current tee box (one up from the orange) and change to a green tee 

marker.
 Hole 16 will move up one tee box from the orange and will change to a green tee marker.  There 

are plans to cut steps into the slope leading to the new tee to prevent slipping. (decrease of 18 yds).
 Hole 17 will change from purple to orange (increase of 4 yds on the scorecard since the purple 

tee was measured from the upper tee box but rarely placed there).
 Hole 18 will move back one tee box from the purple and will change to a green tee (increase of 

33 yds).

Total yardage will be 6233 (decrease of 15 yds).  The rating will drop to 70.4.  The slope will increase 
to 136.

The posting computer is set to change on January 1 to the new values.  The scorecards will change 
when new cards arrive around April.

What is the Verdera Cup?? The Verdera Cup 
rewards members to participate in CVWG and club 
sponsored events throughout the year.
