Superintendent’s Update

The heat of the summer is definitely here.  We all experienced a record heat wave in just the 
beginning of the Summer.  It definitely puts a halt on what we do on the golf course as far as 
agronomics or any other practices.  The extreme heat then prompts us to be more diligent on 
our cultural practices such as verticutting and needle tine on greens.  This ensures us of a more 
heat tolerant plant with ample oxygen to withstand the heat during the next couple months.  We 
make sure the staff is hand watering & syringing the greens during the heat and that there is ample 
overnight irrigation to give the turf a better chance.  We ask that “please help us maintained the 
turf during the heat by circumventing any dry areas with the golf cart.  Also, please avoid leaving 
any solid objects on the green’s surface while practicing putting for long periods of time.

We hope you all keep an extra bottle of water and stay hydrated while on the golf course.
